PRESS RELEASE

In the recent past a number of queries were raised by various political parties and NGOs
on the Reservation Order issued by State Election Commission for the ensuing Civic Poll. In view
of the same the State Election Commission would like to clarify the position for every one’s

information.

2: The Parliament of India through the 73 and 74" amendments to the Constituion
inserted Article 243 D and Article 243T which provide for reservation of seats in the Panchayats
and Municpalities respectively. In these two Articles it is provided that the Legislative
Assemblies of the states will frame law to provided reservation for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled
Tribes, Women and Backward classes. These two Articles of the Constitution also laid down that
(i) the percentage of seats to be reserved for Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe shall be the
same as the percentage of population of these 2 categories in the state ; (ii) the percentage of
seats to be reserved for Women (including Scheduled Caste Women) shall be 33.33% and (iii)
these reservations shall be on rotational basis. As such the Constitution has left to each state (a)
prescribed the exact percentage of reservation for Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe based on
the size of their respective population, (b) to fix the period of rotation and (c) take separate

decision on reservation of seats for backward class.

. To carry out the above constitutional provisions the Puducherry Legislative Assembly
introduced amendments to Puducherry Municipality Act, 1973 and Puducherry Village &
Commune Panchayat Act 1973, during the year 1994 and amended section 9 and section 11 of
these 2 Acts respectively. Under both these newly insertion sections, the Reservation of Seats

has been provided only for Scheduled Castes and Women. Subsequently, the notifications vide

G.0. Ms. No.47/LAS/2019 dated 07.03.2019 and G.O. Ms. No.48/LAS/2019 dated 07.03.2019,
provides for reservation of seats for Backward Classes and Scheduled Tribes category

respectively and also fixed the Rotation period of 5 years.

4. Based on these two Amendments in the Municipality and Panchayat Acts, the
Government framed the Puducherry Municipaliies (Allotment and Rotation of Reserved Seats
and Offices) Rules, 1996 and Puducherry Village and Commune Panchayat (Allotment and
Rotation of Reserved Seats and Offices) Rules, 1996 which clearly lay down the procedure to be
followed by this Commission for providing reservation and rotation for the reserved seats in
various categories of posts in the local bodies. Further, the Government of Puducherry issued
two orders vide G.0.Ms.No.5/LAS/2001-02 and G.0.Ms.No.6/LAS/2001-02 both dated 17-04-
2002 prescribing the exact number of reserved seats for Scheduled Caste, Scheduled Caste
Women and General Women in the Municipal and Village Panchayat wards and various other

local body offices. a2
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The State Election Commission, Puducherry has issued the reservation order strictly as per the
provisions contained in the above-stated Acts and Rules and GOs prescribed by the
Government of Puducherry. There is no discretion available to the Commission either to
increase the number of reserved seats or provide reservation for new categories or change the

period of rotation while issuing the reservation order.

5. In respect of the procedure adopted for providing these reservations, it is informed that
out of 1159 seats in local bodies, 1149 seats will be filled up by the direct election and
remaining 10 seats of Commune Panchayat Council Chairmen will be filled up indirectly. Out of
these 1149 seats, 929 seats (89 — Municipality + 840 — Commune Panchayat) reserved at
various level in the Municipalites and Commune Panchayats. Out of the 929 reserved seats, 248
seats are reserved for Scheduled Castes (of which 91 seats are reserved for Scheduled Caste
Women), 6 seats reserved for Scheduled Tribe (which includes 2 for ST Women). Similarly, 327
seats will be reserved for General Women. Thus, Women will get totally 420 seats (91 seats for
Scheduled Caste Women, 2 seats for Scheduled Tribe Women and 327 Seats for General
Women). Similarly, 348 seats are reserved for BC category. The remaining 220 seats are for

open category.

6. Under the Rotation Policy the seats that were reserved for SC (both men and Women)
earlier, cannot be reserved during the ensuing election for the SCs again. Similarly, seats
reserved for Women (both SC Women and General Women) earlier, also cannot be reserved

during the ensuing election for the Women category again.

7. In respect of reservation of seats for SC, only Wards having SC population as per 2011
Census are taken for consideration. During 2006, Civic Election, the Wards having highest
number of Scheduled Caste population as per 2001 census were reserved for SC category.
During the ensuing election, those seats will be offered to the general category and the wards
having the next higher percentage of SC population have been considered for SC reservation.
The Commission strictly follows the above procedure laid down by the Government of
Puducherry while rotating the reserved seats for SCs and Women. It is also clarified that section
12 of Puducherry Village and Commune Panchayat Act & Section 16 of the Puducherry
Municipalities Act, 1973 gives the power of Delimiation of wards ony to the Government. The

State Election Commission has no role to play in Delimitation of Wards.

8. The above said notifications as per Municipal wards and Commune Panchayat Wards

are uploaded in the State Election Commission Website: www.sec.py.gov.in. The same is also

placed in the O/o. Commissioner of Municipality/Commune Panchayats concerned for public

inspection and the public shall inspect the same during the office hours.
